Radio ministry Plans: We presently air, Way of Grace, 6 days a week. 5 days 
here in the larger Bay Area. The sound reaches Alaska, and Oregon. Also we 
have been airing on 400 stations across this country on CSN. The price has 
been reasonable and the response fair. Since we are on the net. And we plan 
on building that source recognizing the growing interest of it, and the hits 
daily we receive are increasing as the web page becomes more user friendly. 
That course will allow us to take our other radio resource and vie for a spot 
on the afternoon slot of KFAX, which is scheduled to open up. A slot which 
we trust will prove to grant greater exposure than our beloved 5:00 am slot. I 
still have good relations with the staff and leadership and this option is in the 
works. Our present budget, which some of you will receive soon, will not be 
affected much by this change which we trust will be the Lords leading and 
therefore two things will occur, The gospel will be preached loud and clear in 
the middle of the day, with a massively larger audience, and we are trusting 
God to reach, touch, save and call lost sinners to His sovereign mercy in Jesus 
Christ. The details will be given as the door opens. 

Internet ministry plans: We plan to build our net ministry into an audio/
video/resource ministry. Grace-Bible.com will become a place where people 
will come and stay for a while, because the message and resources will serve 
to grow them in the gospel of our Savior. Pray for this. 

Missions ministry plans: We are presently supporting the gospel and God’s 
servants in Mexico, under the supervision of Cody and Walter Grover to the 
Merida peoples. About 20 small congregations exist, very poor, but committed 
now for years to the message of His Sovereign Grace. It is an honor to help, 
and hopefully to do more as we grow and achieve the primary need of our 
Church and calling. 

Also- The Philippines are in the works. As Romy and Barbara Thompson 
have finished a building for Orphans and a Church to instruct them in the gos-
pel of His Grace. We should soon hear of the Lords gracious hand in that part 
of the World, We plan to assist in what ways we can. 

Please saints, pray for these agenda’s. God has not saved us, to live a life of 
mere plush, easy, safe, and carefree Christianity . The gospel is His heart. It 
must be ours. It must be. Remember why he saved you.

(1) The four horse men are Christ’s - He controls all 4. Zech 6:1-8

(2) Tribulation is the soil for the seed of the gospel: John 16:33/ 

Vs 4 “ A great Sword” Histories violence. 

100,000,000’s in this last century. Stalin, Pot, Hitler, Vietnam

Ruwanda, Uganda, Liberia, Korea, China, middle east, etc.

(3) The abounding symbolism and complex: imagery is given an earthly grounding 

In Mt 24:4-14 . All scholars agree, on the parallels. 

(4) Who is the white horse and it’s rider? = Christ and His gospel!

(a) Two anti Christ interpretations - Two Pro Christ interpretations:

Parthian warriors against political Rome/ Anti-Christ of star/war - dispensationalist:

(5) Come and See: The color scheme? White: Rev 1:14,3:4,5,18/ 4:14, 6;11, 7:9, 
15:16,19;6, 8,11,14,18;20:11 Ancient of days/ end with the great White throne - in 
between, its promised over and over! 

(6) The Horse, is exclusively, a depiction of “ The man of war!” Ex 15:3 /19 - No 
horse for Satan!

“ Excluding Rev 9:7-12” hideous false prophets, God’s curse upon the haters of the 
gospel. 

(6) Parallel with Rev 19:11-16 / Sword vs. bow - Crown vs. Reef - Damnation vs. 
Salvation

Crown or reef = Stephanus : 1 Cor 9;25 /1 Thes 2:19/ James 1:12 / 1 Pet 5:4 / 2 Tim 
4:8/ 

It’s a crown of accomplishment! - Mt 27 :29 / The promise: Rev 2:10 / 3:11 / Rev 
12;1/ 14:14

Zech 9:13 / 10:4 - Same allusion: Christ Church is His bow, His rider, and His 
means of conquest

(7) Ps 45:1-7 describes both the command and the success of this glorious War-
rior/lover! 

Application: The revelation of Jesus Christ, is designed to encourage the believer 
to continue in difficult times. That God is in absolute control of all things. And that 
Victory in Christ, is sure! Also the devil, that thief of God’s glory, and all those 
with him, who make war against the saints, are doomed.

We 
must, however, after seeing the last century of foolish virgins fail to keep the 
lamp of the gospel lit, by it’s pursuit of the worlds approval, through good 
deeds; avoid, with the strength of God, this temptation. Mt 25:1-13
